fire has been detected and please proceed to the nearest exit.

e In the event of an emergency, evacuation maps are posted throughout the clinic. )

o If smoke is visible or a gas is smelled, please notify the nearest : )

e Please ensure that any smoking is done in the designated smoking areas and
not in front of the clinic.

WARNING OF FIRE HAZARDS

Three things, when put together, can start a fire:
o Fuel (papers, paint remover)

o Heat (lit cigarette, electric spark)

e Oxygen

Potential Fire Hazards:

o Smoking is NOT permitted in the facility. If this rule is ignored and cigarette butts are tossed
into a wastebasket, this may start a fire.

o Broken electrical cords or faulty electrical equipment

e Flammable substances such as hairspray or other aerosol containers, if left too close to heat,
can explode

PUTTING OUT A FIRE

o Should afire be detected, please notify staff
immediately

e Fire extinguishers are accessible throughout the clinic

(P) Pull out the locking pin

(A) Aim the nozzle at base of fire

(S) Squeeze the handle

(S) Sweep the nozzle from side to side
